SIMPLE PRESENT: we use this tense to talk about routines and habitual actions:

(+)  S + V + C

You speak English fluently.

Alanis speaks English fluently.

HE / SHE / IT: verb with S / ES only in (+) sentences.

(-)  S + DON’T / DOESN’T + VERB (inf) + C

You don’t speak English fluently.

Alanis doesn’t speak English fluently.

HE / SHE / IT: DOES / DOESN’T

I / YOU / WE / THEY: DO / DON’T

(?) DO / DOES + S + V (inf) + C 

Do you speak English fluently?

Does Alanis speak English fluently?

SHORT ANSWERS:

(+) Yes, I do.

Yes, she does. Etc 

(-) No, I don’t.

No, she doesn’t. etc
